TheRegistrationlummer!Was ItReally?
mpkins

January 15, 1975 marked
the initiation of a new me-
thod of student registration
at Christopher Newport Col-
lege.` The Offices of Com-
puter Services and Registra-
tion considered the imple-
mentation of this new pro-
cess a success. However,
this opinion does not seem
to be shared by some menbers
of our academic community
(Hart, "Spring Registratiogz

The Registration Bummer,"
Captain's Log 20 January).
It is to this opposing view
to which the following com-

ments are directed.
.Each semesterstudents ex-

press their general dissatis-
faction regarding the lengthy

time intervals involved in
student registration. When
this attitude exists during
unfavorable weather condi-
tions, the degree of student

dissatisfaction reaches-ir-
rational proportions. How-

ever, it should be noted that
the time schedule for stu-
dent regis tration was clearly
announced in every conceiv-
able form prior to January 15.

Since many students chose
to "Beat the crowd"'by ar-
dving thirty minutes to an

homft early, the lines
grew

in sizeand individuals grew
cold. One alternative' to
combat the environmental
stress placed upon our 'early
birds' would be to construct

a climate controlled waiting
station which .could pacify

their physical' .discomfort
pdor to the opening of the
registration interval. How-'

ever, such a 'Catch-22' is
neither rationally nor fi-
nancially possible. Like-

wise it is not feasible to
'open the doors' for regis-
tration pdor to the assigned

schedule while infomation
gathedng stations are being

set up. Such an act would
jeopardize the integrity of
administrative and student

records upon which this -Col-
lege and ,the State rely.

The CNC academic commun-
ity should also understand
that the individuals who
supervised and worked in the
Registration process are not
bureaucratic automatons pro-

grammed to anticipate and act
upon all possible variables
which inevitably surface with
a system of this magnitude.

We toohad to endure the cold
and long lines, not for just.
one hour as many students
complained, but for four and
five hours twice a day. This

does not begin to include the
number of hours spent before
and after registration. Un-
like the students, we could
not choose Pre-Regist-ration
in order to avoid the cold
and long lines nor could we
go home when our 'turn' was
over.

It is unfortunate that Mr.
Hart failed to mention the
impressive strides we have

made in student --processing
-\

time- over previous registra-
tions. However, since he did

not deem it wise to seek out
the necessary statistics to
provide a comparative view
of CNC Registration for his
readers, this oversight is
understandable. Another con-
tributing factor to this un-
fortunate oversight may have
beenthat Mr. Hart pre-regis-
tered and thereby trans cended
from the status of partici-
